Instructions to download the Sporty app

1. Go to the App Store or Google Play
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2. Search for “Sporty NZ” or “Sporty AU” > download the app and OPEN
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3. Click into the app and search for your organisation

Each time you click back into the app you will be taken to your organisation.



Home page icons

Website

This displays the organisations Sporty website

News

This icon is present if there are news articles on the website.

By default, all news articles are displayed. There is a ‘Visible for mobile’ checkbox in the settings for
each news article. Untick this checkbox if you do not wish a news articles to be displayed on the app.

Gallery

This displays the gallery page from the website.

Notices

If the org is using the Notices widget on either their main website or any subsites, then this icon will

display on the App home screen.

Choose Widget
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All notices that are sent will be received by the user as push notifications. To send your notice, click

Text

Type or copy & paste text onto your page. Format your text
with headings, fonts and the colours you want. Include links
and tables.

News Feed

Build a list of news items over time. Each item has its own
title, text and image. Each item links to its own page for fuller
information.

News Article

Show the latest article from your News section. As you add
news articles this widget self-updates to always show the
most recent article.

Scrolling Text
Grab attention with moving text. Use this scrolling text area to
allert visitors to cancellations, closing dates or

Social Share Buttons

Make it easy for people to share this page with their social
network on Facebook, Google+ or Twitter. Connect with your
community.

Google Map
Digplay a map to your location or event. lt's easy for people to
find directions using the power of Google maps.

Image

Digplay a photo from your computer or your gallery. Add a
caption if you wish. You can also link your image to a web
page or document.

Photo Slideshow

Automatically create a slideshow of photos from your
computer or your gallery. Pick and mix the photos in whatever
order you want.

Image Thumbnails

Show a series of thumbnails of your images that your visitors
can click to see larger versions. You decide which images to
include.

Sponsor Slideshow

Recognise your sponsors by displaying their logos in a
slideshow. Include links through to their own websites to
increase value.

Stacker
Display images and links that remain the same on every page
this widget appears, regardless of where you update them.

Document List
Let documents display publicly on your page. Browse your
document folders to select which decuments to display.

Contact List
Insert a list of key contact names and details such as role and
phone number. Keep email addresses private from spam.

The user is able to select which notices they wish to have included via the ‘Notice Settings’ area. In
the example below the user has opted in to receive notices from the main club site as well as the
Premier 1 team sub-site.

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Contact
This displays the contact details for the organisation as set in the Admin Settings area of the website.
It includes a map if a physical address exists.

Facebook
This links to the org’s Facebook page. This icon will only appear if their Facebook URL is set in the
Facebook link field in the Dashboard > Admin Settings area of the website.

Settings
This gives the user the ability to change the org their app is set to, or to add another org. It also lets
the user set which Notices they wish to receive as push notifications.

Register

This displays a list of registration forms that have been enabled to be viewed within the app. By
default, registration forms are not displayed unless enabled. To enable, edit the registration form go
to Dashboard > Online Registrations > edit your registration form > then via Advanced Options, tick
the ‘Visible in mobile app’ check box > Save and your form will be visible in the app.

Portal

This icon exists if the organisation has included a URL in KAMAR or Schoology field in the Admin
Settings area of the website. It will typically be used by a school to link to their parent portal with
KAMAR or Schoology.

Absentee
This icon only appears if the org has a registration form called ‘Absentee’ in their Sporty website.
Typically used by schools for absentee reporting.
